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On September 29, 2008, the parole release of all offenders was suspended pending an independent review of the 
Department of Corrections and PA Board of Probation and Parole’s procedures regarding parole preparation and release.  
The suspension was lifted on December 1, 2008.  Information contained in this report reflects the impact of this 
suspension.
